Served as the national spokesman for Rainbow/PUSH Coalition, a civil rights organization founded by his father;
when he took the role in 2007, he began advocacy against practices of torture and false convictions by the
Chicago Police Department and worked to fight school closures in Chicago

Launched a campaign for Congress in 2022 to replace retiring incumbent Rep. Bobby Rush (D-IL); congressional

campaign called for reducing gun violence and investing in a robust slate of social programs to tackle climate

change, affordable housing, health care, and education issues
