Earned his bachelor's degree in criminal justice by attending night classes; later graduated from the FBI National
Academy, and worked on the FBI's Safe Streets Task Force for three years

Elected sheriff of Jackson County, Mississippi, in a 2014 special election, and won a second term in 2019; under
his leadership, the county sheriff's office invested in a new crime lab and a new shooting range for officer
training, and improved the county's narcotics task force

After more than 40 years in law enforcement, Ezell launched his bid for Congress in April 2021; his platform
emphasized support for law enforcement, border security, conservative positions on social issues, and fmr.
