Background

Former leader in the state legislature who was instrumental in passing several major conservative bills on
abortion, guns, and religious freedom; elected to Congress after running a Trump and election integrity-focused
challenge to unseat one of the few House Republicans that voted to impeach Trump

Career attorney and lifelong resident of South Carolina's northern coast; served in leadership of the local Young
Republicans, the SC GOP Executive Committee, and the Horry County GOP Executive Committee in his late
20s, before running a successful campaign for state representative in a 2015 special election

Appointed majority whip of the state House in 2018, and was instrumental in enacting several conservative social
reforms, including abortion restrictions, open carry of firearms, and pushback on pandemic protocols

Consistently reinforces Trump's 2020 election rhetoric, calling the election "rigged" and stating that the January
6th protesters were exercising their First Amendment rights

Launched his campaign for Congress following incumbent Rep. Tom Rice's (R-SC) vote to impeach President
Biography Donald Trump; Fry picked up endorsements from Trump and several conservatives activists, and prevailed in the
primary 51% to 25%
