The Frieda Rapoport Caplan Family Business Scholarship Program was established in 2001
through a generous grant from Frieda's, Inc. by Karen Caplan and Jackie Caplan Wiggins in
honor of their mother, Frieda. The program is administered through the United Fresh Research
& Education Foundation and designed to increase involvement from family businesses in
government relations and produce industry advocacy. 

"For the last eight years, this program has provided a tremendous opportunity for members of
family businesses to see first-hand the power of grassroots involvement, thanks to the
generous support of Karen and Jackie," said Victoria Backer, United Fresh senior vice
president of member services, foundation.
