 Farm Bill Specialty Crop Block Grants provided $2,849,661from 2008-2010 used to fund 57 
projects to increase competitiveness and profitability of Michigan producers 

 Fresh Fruit & Vegetable Program provides Michigan $4,026,562 to fund fruit and vegetable 
snacks in 192 elementary schools this year 

 WIC provides Michigan participants an estimated $24.7 million annually in fruit and vegetable
